Adaptive Star

Awarded to the male or female athlete who has transcended physical or developmental disabilities to accomplish major
achievements in sport. The candidate must display a high level of sportsmanship, and be recognized as an ambassador for
their sport.

All-Around Male and Female Athlete
Awarded to the male and female athletes who have accomplished admirable achievements in two or more sports. These
candidates must display a high level of sportsmanship and be athletically admired by his or her peers.

Amateur Star

Awarded to an adult, male or female, from a club or organization that has excelled in their program, club, or association. The
candidate must exude outstanding amateur athletic prowess, coupled with a high level of sportsmanship. The award recipient
must exhibit leadership quality in the pursuit to further the success of their sport. The candidate must be over age 18.

Collegiate Star
Awarded to the outstanding male or female athlete from an area college. The candidate must exude outstanding athletic
prowess, coupled with a high level of sportsmanship.

Outstanding Male and Female Athlete

Awarded to the male and female athletes who have distinguished themselves in a particular sport. Such achievement may
include, but is not limited to: state and/or national records or championships, near record performance achieved in high level
of competition, uncommon performance sustained over a period of time, or a major contribution to the interpretation or
technical execution of a sport.

Rising Star — Male and Female

Awarded to a male and female athlete who has sustained great promise and remarkable progress, in one or more sports, but
may not have achieved state or national records. The ideal candidate would be in 9t or 10t grade and must display a high
level of sportsmanship.

Outstanding High School Team
This award will recognize the team, from any sports discipline, that set itself apart in competition and sportsmanship.
Performance will be evaluated on victories, championships, and outstanding individual performance on behalf of the team.

Outstanding Coach
Awarded to a coach in recognition of outstanding performance over a period of time, no less than five years, for outstanding
contributions to a sport. Such contributions should be recognized by his or her peers, administrators and athletes.

Outstanding Official
Awarded to an official for outstanding officiating over a period of time, no less than five years, for contributions to the sport
and support of the athletes. Such contributions should be recognized by his or her peers, administrators and athletes.
